1. Screw threaded nipple (FF) into mounting plate

parts tightly. Screw one hex nut (AA) and chain
holder (EE) onto threaded nipple (FF). Tighten the
hex nut against the top of the chain holder.

Screw stem (J)
into fixture (A), attach seat ring (H) and round
tube into stem (J).

Pass the wires through hex nut (F) / seat ring
(E) / knurled nut (D) / pipe (C) to achieve
overall desired length. Screw hex nut (F) into
stem (J), attach seat ring (E) into stem (J)
using knurled nut (D) to secure tightly. Attach
pipe (C) to stem (J) and secure it tightly.

Pass wires and chain through screw collar (DD)
and canopy (JJ).
